There are two new Postdoctoral Fellows (2 year contract jointly with
the National Centre for Plasma Science and Technology) at DCU
School of Mathematical Sciences: Dr. Laurent Plantie and Dr. Dana

National University of Ireland Maynooth

Queen’s University Belfast
